Cutoff Shroud Maintenance (square models only):

Square versions of the FL16 come

with a Cutoff Shroud that allows Lens
for 360° flow-thru water drainage
without any light leak. The Cutoff
Shroud is removable for easy
debris removal and lens cleaning,
and field interchangeable
(alternate shrouds available for
purchase separately). For Cutoff
Shroud maintenance:

1. Loosen the Shroud Set
Screw using a 3/32” hex
wrench. Set screw does not
need to be full removed,
only loosened enough to free
Cutoff Shroud.

2. Remove Cutoff Shroud from Cap.

3. Clean any dirt or debris from the Cap, Cutoff Shroud, and Lens. With
Cutoff Shroud removed, the Lens can be easily cleaned with a razor
blade.

4. Place the Cutoff Shroud on the Cap so that the Shroud Set Screw is facing
the desired side.

5. Making sure that the Cutoff Shroud is fully seated on the Cap, slightly
tighten the Shroud Set Screw. Note: Do not overtighten set screw. Tighten
just enough to secure the shroud.
